SRSLY-SANCTIONED EVENTS

DEFINITION AND POLICIES


DEFINITION: A “SRSLY-Sanctioned Event” is a safe and substance-free event for Chelsea youth or families that is offered by an organization other than the SRSLY Coalition. 

SRSLY is here to support youth and adults with healthy and fun alternatives to substance use, and support other Chelsea organizations in their efforts to draw community members to events. “SRSLY-Sanctioned Events” meet a set of strict criteria before they can use the SRSLY logo. Kids and adults can be confident that events sanctioned by SRSLY will be fun and substance-free.

YOU CAN SAY YOUR EVENT IS SRSLY-SANCTIONED AND USE THE SRSLY LOGO IF:
1. You have an event. 

2. You get written permission from the SRSLY Program Director, Reiley Lewis.

3. You follow the graphic standards for logo use. For a download of that please go to www.srslychelsea.org/graphic standards.

4. You post the event on the SRSLY web site by emailing rlewis@srslychelsea.org
5. You are a member of the SRSLY coalition, and you support the SRSLY standards of conduct as defined in the member pledge. 

6. Your event does not permit the use of alcohol, tobacco, or drugs of any kind, by anyone, if youth are participating in that event.

7. You will not allow anyone who is under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs to participate.

8. Your event is open to the public. If your event is exclusive to a certain group or membership, it cannot be a SRSLY event.

9. You are providing an event for any aged participant. SRSLY is not just for youth! ‘Family friendly’ is GREAT!

10. While it is great to offer FREE events to our community, SRSLY events can be events where there is an admission fee, or other associated cost to participate (like a ski trip).

11. You do not hold the SRSLY Coalition, its members, or its sponsoring organizations responsible for the safety of participants at your event. 

Certain member organizations (such as the school district) may be granted blanket approval for assigning the SRSLY logo to their events. These organizations will receive written notification from the SRSLY Program Director, after which point they are not required to seek additional approval for future events. 
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
